Vacation games- There was a discussion about not being able to field a team during vacation week.   The pool play option offered by LLB was discussed as a means to identify a pool of players who are willing to fill in on teams needing an extra player.

Motion made that during vacation week (April 24- May 2) PLL will implement a pool for filling rosters as a trial at the majors level.  Kathie will email parents about this opportunity; Aidan Moore will develop the guidelines and implement the pool.  No player will be able to fill a second vacancy until all players in the pool have had an opportunity to play [as permitted by their team’s schedule].  Pool play players cannot pitch. Managers in need of a player will contact Aidan who will randomly draw a player’s name from the pool to fill in for the requested game. Motion made by Wendy Halligan, 2nd by Alison O’Malley. Motion approved.

The cost must be born by the parents and under no circumstances can apparel be given to players to wear as part of their uniform.
