50/70 division and field uses-

As discussed at the last meeting it is still too early for us at PLL to think about a 50/70 division.

Aidan got an estimate from Upright fence about installing nets at Plains

$13,000.00, Four Seasons was $10,900.00.  There are13 poles at 20 ft. each.

A call was put into Everett about approval of the poles at Plains- no call back as of today. 

Do we want to spend that money if we may have to move to Hislop for the 50/70 field.  If we stay at Plains we will have to move the shack, etc. 

We don’t know what is going to happen with 50/70 and we MAY have to restructure.  

Kathie has written to the city with our concerns for liability. 

After a very lengthy discussion by the board it was decided that we will watch and see what happens with the season.  If needed we will meet and switch fields. We can do long term planning after the city has decided what they will be doing.

We should let the city know that there are trees that need to be trimmed at Hislop, just in case we need to make a change in fields. 

Aidan will let the 2 companies that we are putting this on hold for a year.

Pitching Clinics- Chris Anderson Jr. will do for the league. We will use the tarp money for this.  Open it up to AA and AAA.  6 kids at a time.  Kathie will speak to Chris about what he wants: Availability and cost. Maybe a player/coach clinic?  Maybe 11 clinics.
